Through a series of unfortunate events, Nora realizes her marriage to Torvold is an existential fraud and
matrimony is in reality a prison. She breaks her marriage vows, disowns her wifely duties and goes out into the
world to learn how to become a human being. The play ends with the final sound of a door slamming as Nora
exits the stage leaving her husband, her home and her three children behind. This may have been the most
shocking thing any Victorian audience had ever experienced. Henrik Ibsen’s ground breaking masterpiece, “A
Doll’s House”, gave birth to the modern theater in 1879 and left audiences wondering what will happen to Nora
Helmer?

Lucas Hnath’s 2017 smart, funny and engrossing play is one answer to that old question. In “A Doll’s
House, Part 2” it is fifteen years later. Nora returns a successful yet scandalous writer. She is being blackmailed
and needs Torvold’s help, but her abandoned family has grievances they must air first. It is an intense and
entertaining meditation on marriage and the high cost of personal fulfillment.
